Voters Reminded To Bring Identification To The Polls

Voters need to be familiar with the voting day procedures at the polls before they arrive to vote. Voters will be required to show any one of three forms of identification in order to vote: 

● Voter registration card 

● Driver’s license 

● Picture identification card issued by the Department of Motor Vehicles 

Voters who registered to vote by mail after January 1, 2004, were required to submit a form of identification with the voter registration application, including a copy of a valid photo ID or a copy of a current utility bill, bank statement, paycheck or other government document that shows the voter’s name and address in the county. Voters who did not submit a form of ID with the mail-in voter registration application will be required to show an additional form of ID at the polls in addition to their voter registration card. Polls will be open from 7:00am until 7:00pm. Any registered voters waiting in line at 7:00pm will still be allowed to cast their ballot. It has been reported in the past that lines at the polls are usually less busy during the times of 9:00am until 11:00am and 2:00pm until 4:00pm. Voters can verify their voter registration information which will include directions to their polling location. The SEC website provides statewide election information.
